Marija Gimbutiené, archeomitologijos mokslo pradininké, naujy teorijy ir koncep-
cijy kadréja, savo mokslinéje veikloje didelj demesj skyre etniniams tyrimams, tauty
atsiradimui bei jy raidai. Si tematika buvo svarbi jos akademinio darbo dalis per visa
mokslinés veiklos laikotarpj.

TarpdalykiSkumas, naudojimasis jvairiy humanitariniy ir socialiniy moksly tyrimy
metodais ir Saltiniais juos tarpusavyje gretinant, buvo pagrindiné M. Gimbutienés ty-
rimy metodologija ir ,raktas”, padéjes spresti visg eile iSsikelty svarbiy moksliniy pro-
blemy lietuviy, balty, indoeuropieciy, Senosios Europos kulttry atsiradimo ir raidos
tematikomis.

Balty kilme ir raidg M. Gimbutiené pirmg kartg detaliai iSanalizavo knygoje , The
Balts” (,Baltai”), isleistoje Londone 1963 metais. Si svarbi studija buvo pirmasis ar-
cheologinis mokslinis darbas skirtas baltams, kuriame rekonstruotos balty iStakos ir
kilme, aptarta apgyvendinta teritorija, kultdros raida, gyvenvietés, tkis, laidosena, re-
ligija ir kitos temos. Po poros deSimtmeciy, 1985 metais Lietuvoje iSleista atnaujinta
ir papildyta naujais duomenimis Sios knygos versija, pavadinta ,Baltai prieSistoriniai
laikais. Etnogenezé, materialiné kultdra ir mitologija“.

Balty formavimuisi, M. Gimbutienés nuomone, buvo svarbts du pagrindiniai kom-
ponentai, dvi skirtingos etnokultdrines grupes: ikiindoeuropietiska Senosios Europos
ir indoeuropietiska. Pastarajai jvardinti 1956 metais isleistoje knygoje , The Prehistory
of Eastern Europe” (,Ryty Europos priesistoré”) pirmg kartg pavartotas terminas ,Kur-
gany kultara”. Tais paciais 1956 metais, tarptautiniame etnologijos moksly kongrese
Filadelfijoje ji auditorijai pristaté savo ,Kurgany"” teorijg, pagal kurig, karingi stepiy kla-
jokliai protoindoeuropieciai palaipsniui, trimis bangomis skverbési ir indoeuropizavo
Europa. Balty etnosas ir kultdra, pasak M. Gimbutienés, susiformavo asimiliuojantis
seniesiems europiefiams su naujaisiais ateiviais gana greitai po indoeuropieciy papli-
timo ryty ir pietryciy Baltijos regione ir plaCiose teritorijose | pietus ir rytus nuo jos,
apie 2500 - 2000 m. pr. Kr. Jau ankstyvajame etape, iSsiskyré trys pagrindiniai balty
arealai.

MARIJA GIMBUTIENE AND
THE THEORY OF BALTIC ORIGINS

Doc. dr. Algimantas Merkevicius
Vilnius University, Faculty of History, Department of Archaeology

In her scientific activity, Marija Gimbutiené, the pioneer of the science of archae-
omythology, the creator of new theories and concepts, paid great attention to ethnic
research, the emergence of nations and their development. This topic was a very im-
portant part of her academic work throughout the whole period of her scientific re-
search. Interdisciplinarity, the use of various methods and sources of humanities and
social sciences by comparing them with one another, was Gimbutiené’s main research
methodology and the “key”, which helped to solve a number of important scientific
problems on the emergence and development of Lithuanian, Baltic, Indo-European
and Old European cultures.

The origin and development of the Balts was first analyzed in detail by M. Gim-
butieneé in the book “The Balts”, published in London in 1963. This important study
was the first archaeological scientific work dedicated to the Balts, in which the origins
and ancestry of the Balts were reconstructed, the inhabited territory, cultural devel-
opment, settlements, economy, burial, religion and other topics were discussed. A
couple of decades later, in 1985, an updated and supplemented version of this book
“The Balts in Prehistoric Times: Ethnogenesis, Material Culture and Mythology” was
published in Lithuania.

According to M. Gimbutiené, two main components, two different ethnocultural
groups, were important for the formation of the Balts: the pre-Indo-European of Old
Europe and the Indo-European. To determine the latter, the term “Kurgan Culture”
was used for the first time in 1956 in the book “The Prehistory of Eastern Europe”.
In the same year, 1956, at the International Congress of Ethnology Sciences in Phil-
adelphia, she presented her Kurgan theory to the audience, according to which, the
steppe nomads of the Proto-Indo-Europeans gradually penetrated and indo-euro-
peanized Europe in three waves. According to M. Gimbutiené, the Baltic ethnos and
culture was formed by the assimilation of old Europeans with new aliens quite soon
after the spread of Indo-Europeans in the eastern and southeastern Baltic region and
in large areas southwards and eastwards around 2500-2000 BC. Already at an early
stage, three main Baltic areas were formed.

The aim of this report is the analysis and evaluation of M. Gimbutiené's theory of
the origin of the Balts based on new data from various fields of science.

AREAS OF BALTIC LANGUAGES
UNTIL THE 17TH CENTURY BASED ON
THE DATA OF NOMENCLATURE

Hab. dr. Kazimieras Gar3Sva
Institute of the Lithuanian Language

The report examines the nomenclature of the Baltic language areas of old Europe
(hydronyms, oikonims, anthroponyms), comparing them with the data of linguists,
archaeologists and historians. M. Gimbutiené rightly wrote that the main sources for
indicating the distribution of the ancient Baltic tribes are the Baltic place names, which
often remain near the mounds that were at the junction of rivers. 1200 BC, and in
some places until the 5th century there may still be the remaining areas of the Baltic
languages between Berlin and Moscow. Until the 17th century, such areas will remain
between Gdansk and Orsha.

In the east, according to the number of Baltic nomenclatures, there are three
boundaries: between Breslau and Grodno, between Vitebsk and Gomel, between Tver
and Kursk. According to the data of the nomenclature, the area between Vilnius and
Aina belonged to the Vilnius dialect of the Lithuanian language. The phonetics of the
oldest part of the Lithuanian language area between Obol'tsy and Orsha was more
similar to the phonetics of the current Lithuanian language. The Eastern Balts, who
lived between Smolensk and Ryazan, were able to maintain their language until at
least the 12th century.

Skirtingy tauty aprangos papuoSaly ypatumy apibrézimas yra svarbus norint su-
prasti bendrasias ar skirtingas jos sistemos tradicijas, aprangos tradicijy sgveiky gali-
mybes ir keblumus.

M. Gimbutiené senovés balty drabuZius apibtdino apzvalginiame savo darbe
(Gimbutas, 1963).

Mdasy tyrime buvo iSryskinti pagrindiniai aprangos papuosaly etapai. Natdralus
etapas (kino papuosalai, pagamintos iS natdraliy medziagy - akmens, kriaukliy) ilius-
truotas pavyzdZiais i§ M. Gimbutienés tyrimy - Senosios Europos kultdros (Vinca,
Lendelis, V tokst. pr. Kr.), gintaras Siaurés Europoje, Bronzos amZzius balty drabuZiai
(Gimbutas, 1991).

Metaly gausos etapg (konstruktyvus keliy dideliy metaliniy papuosaly susiejimas
tarpusavyje ir drabuZiai) reprezentuoja II-V a. balty drabuZiai, tai jy ,aukso amzius”
pagal M. Gimbutienés periodizacijg ir to meto tradicijas (Gimbutas, 1963).

Juvelyriniy dirbiniy etapas siejamas su papuoSalais, pagamintais i$ tauriyjy me-
taly ir naudojant aukstas gamybos technologijas, stilistiSkai susietais vienas su kitu ir
drabuziais.

Balty aprangg sudaré tunika primenantys ir apjuosiami drabuZiai (vyriski kaftanai,
moteriSkos liemenés), bet buvo iSlaikyti ir apsiaustai (pelerinos, moteriski sijonai, ska-
ros ir apgalviai; kojy ir ranky apvyniojimai).

Balty apranga islaiké natdralaus etapo simbolius (kauri kriauklés, gintaras). Taciau
dominuojanciu etapu tapo metaly gausos etapas.

Drabuziai buvo dekoruojami prisiinant metalines ploksteles, jvijas ir kitas detales.
lligg laikotarpj isliko ir visy drabuZiy susegimas segémis ar smeigtukais.

Latviy apgalviai buvo sudaryti iS metaliniy karoliuky ant ploksteliy (ypac papli-
te Ziemgaliy teritorijoje). LietuviSki apgalviai ir kepurélés su prisiGtomis jvijomis ant
medZiaginio pagrindo bddavo papildomai papuosSiami antsmilkiniais ir varpo formos
kabuciais. Apgalvis glaudZiai siejosi su Sukuosena: jvijos sugarbanoti plaukus (séliai,
zemaiciai), kasos imitacija su pakabuku (ziemgaliai).

Kaklo-kratinés sritis: antkaklés su masyviais platéjanciais galais ir tvirtinimo detalé-
mis (ziemgaliai); kaklo apvaros su jvijelemis, kabuciais, Zalvario karoliais (Lietuva), keliy
eiliy kratinés apvaros (latgaliai), vienos eiles kratinés apvaros (ziemgaliai ir Zzemaiciai).

Ploks¢ios jvijinés apyrankés (senoves latgaliai) ir Ziedai buvo derinami su apyran-
kemis pastorintais zoomorfiniais galais ir jvijiniais bei pintais Ziedais. Sunkios juosti-
nés apyrankés buvo kariy atributai (iSskyrus aukstaicius).
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Nuo Xl a. metaliniy papuosaly naudojimas sumazéjo: maziau metalo ir segiy,
daugiau karoliuky.

Balty aprangos puoSyba gali bati priskirta Siaurés Europos zonai, j kurig jeina bal-
tai, finai ir skandinavai: apsiau€iami drabuziai, susegti segémis, smeigtukais ir grandi-
nélémis.

Balty apranga islaiké savo metaly gausos etapo tradicijas, nebuvo jokiy juvelyriniy
dirbiniy etapo vyravimo pozymiy. Skandinavy jtaka nebuvo stipri, buvo paplite skan-
dinavy ir Senosios Rusios juvelyriniai dirbiniai.

Balty apranga yra panasi j balty-finy (ypac esty, lyviy) tuo, kad naudojami galvos
apgalviai, grandinéliy apvaros kratinés srityje, porinés tvirtinimo detalés. Panasas ap-
rangos bruoZai palengvino vélesnj tauty bendravima.

Balty apranga yra panasij slavy tuo, kad galvos dangaluose naudojami metaliniai
papuosalai; skiriasi grandinéliy apvary kratinés srityje ir segiy tradicija. Panasas bruo-
Zai liudija apie balty ir slavy istorinj artuma.
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THE MAIN FEATURES OF BALTS’
ATTIRE OF ADORNMENTS

Definition of peculiarities for attire of adornments of different peoples is impor-
tant to understand general or different traditions of its system; the possibilities or
difficulties for interaction between attires.

M. Gimbutas described the dress of the ancient Balts in a common work (Gimbu-
tas, 1963).

In our research main stages of attire of adornments were highlighted. Natural
stage (body adornments made from natural materials - stone, shells) is illustrated
with examples from the investigations by M. Gimbutas: the cultures of Old Europe
(vincha, lendel, 5th millennium BC), amber in Northern Europe, Balts' attire of Bronze
Age (Gimbutas, 1991).

Abundant metal stage (constructive connection of multiple noisy metal adorn-
ments with each other and clothes) is represented with Balts' attire of the 2nd-5th
centuries, of their “golden age” according to the periodization by M. Gimbutas and
laying traditions (Gimbutas, 1963).

Jewelry stage corresponds to adornments made of precious metals and in fine
technologies, stylistically connected with each other and clothes.

Balts’ costume included tunic-like and swinging clothes (male caftans, female
vests), but retained the draped (capes, female skirts, shawls and wreaths; leg and arm
wrapping.

Balts' attire has preserved signs of natural stage (cowrie shells, amber). But the
abundant metal stage of attire became the main one.

Clothes were decorated with sewn-on metal plaques, spirals and other details. The
fastening with fibulae or pins on all clothes is preserved for a long time.

Head wreaths of Latvians consisted of metal beads on plaits (massive - among
Semigallians). Lithuanian wreaths and hats on a cloth basis with sewn-on spirals were
complemented with temple rings and bell-shaped pendants. The wreath was connect-
ed with hairstyle: a spiral for winding hair (Sels, Zemaits); imitation of a braid with a
pendant (Semigallians).

In the neck-chest tier: torques with massive thickened ends and fasteners (Sem-
igallians); necklaces of spirals, pendants, bronze beads (Lithuania), multi-row chest
chains (Latgalians) single or double row ones (Semigallians and Zemaits).

Flat and spiral bracelets (archaic Latgalians) and rings were complemented with
ones with thickened and zoomorphic ends, twisted and braided. Heavy cuff-shaped
bracelets were attributes of warriors (except Aukstaits).
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Since 13th century the departure from metal attire began: less metal and fibulae,
more beading.

Balts’ attire of adornments can be attributed to the North European zone, which
includes Baltic Finns and Scandinavians: preservation of draped clothing fastened
with fibulae, pins and chains.

Balts’ attire was true to the traditions of its own heavy metal stage, there were no
essential signs of jewelry one. Scandinavian influence was not strong, Scandinavian
and Old Russian jewelry were distributed.

Balts’ attire is similar with the Baltic-Finnish one (especially Ests, Livs) in the using
of head wreaths, chest chains, pair fasteners. Similar features of attire facilitated the
subsequent rapprochement of peoples.

Balts’ attire is similar to Slavic one in the using of metal adornments in headgear;
it differs by preservation of the chest chains and fibulae. Similar features testify to the
historical closeness of Balts and Slavs.

Cia jai jtakg daré istoring, intelektualiné, moksliné ir folkloru persmelkta aplinka,
kuri suformavo visg gyvenima trukusj atsidavimg tarpdisciplininiam mokymuisi. Sis
praneSimas prasideda aptariant kai kurias jtakas, kurios suformavo jos, kaip moksli-
ninkés, kryptj, jskaitant dinamiska jos namy gyvenima, grieztg akademinj mokymasi
Vytauto DidZiojo universitete Kaune ir Vilniaus universitete su geriausiais savo sriCiy
profesoriais Humanitariniy moksly fakultete. Universitety kursuose, tarp kity dalykuy,
buvo déstoma indoeuropieciy filologija, balty ir slavy kalbotyra bei visas asortimentas
profesionaliausiy dalyky: prof.

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REMEMBERING A GREAT WOMAN OF SCIENCE:
PROFESSOR MARIJA GIMBUTIENE (GIMBUTAS)
DURING THE CENTENNIAL YEAR

OF HER BIRTH (1921-2021)

Marija Birute Alseikaité was born on January 23, 1921 into the epicenter of the Lith-
uanian intelligentsia in Vilnius. She inherited a complex stream of historic, intellectual,
scientific, and folkloric influences that shaped her life-long dedication to interdiscipli-
nary scholarship. This paper begins by discussing some of the formative influences
that shaped her trajectory as a scholar, including her dynamic home-life, her rigorous
academic training at Vytautas Magnus University in Kaunas and Vilnius University with
the finest professors in their fields within the Faculty of Humanities. These courses,
among others, included Indo-European philology, Baltic and Slavic linguistics, and the
full range of linguistic offerings by Prof. Pranas Skardzius and Prof. Antanas Salys; eth-
nology and folklore with Prof.Jonas Balys; and archaeology with Prof. Jonas Puzinas. The
training she received from Prof. Puzinas was influential for her Master's degree in ar-
chaeology at Vilnius University (1942) and her doctorate at Tuebingen University (1946).
After emigrating to the United States in 1949, Marija Gimbutas began working as a
research scholar at the Peabody Museum of Harvard University (1950-1963). Two of
the monographs written at Harvard—The Prehistory of Eastern Europe (1956) and
Bronze Age Cultures in Eastern and Central Europe (1965)—were significant for West-
ern scholars. For each publication, she read and synthesized all excavation reports
in their original languages during a century of excavations over broad geographical
regions. These monographs made it possible for many researchers in the US to ac-
cess this important archaeological information for the first time due to linguistic and
political barriers.

In 1961, Dr. Marija Gimbutas wrote The Balts during a fellowship at the Center for
Advanced Study in the Behavioral Sciences at Stanford, California. In 1963, she be-
came Professor of European Archaeology at the University of California, Los Angeles.
According to her colleague, the Estonian-American Indo-Europeanist Prof. Jaan Puhv-
el, Marija Gimbutas’ arrival at UCLA “meant the proximity and participation of the one
person who was, even then, revolutionizing the study of East European archaeology
and was laying the groundwork of a new synthesis of the Indo-European question.”

Prof. Gimbutas' Kurgan Hypothesis posited the incursions into Europe of steppe
pastoralists who were responsible for the spread of Indo-European languages while
imposing a warlike, elite dominance on the peaceful, egalitarian societies of Neolith-
ic farmers. She coined the term “Old Europe” to designate the non-Indo-European
agrarian societies of southeastern and central Europe. In her view, their florescence,

during the 5th millennium BC, represents the mature cultural development over three
thousand years of a true civilization. The demise of the civilization of Old Europe due
to invasions from the steppes was rejected by many archaeological colleagues. Nev-
ertheless, recent developments in ancient DNA analyses have proven Prof. Gimbutas’
hypothesis to be correct. In 2017, Prof. Colin Renfrew publically declared “Marija was
right!”

From 1967-1980, Prof. Gimbutas was project director of five major Neolithic exca-
vations in southeastern Europe. This paper will discuss her findings, her development
and use of archaeomythology, her subsequent publications, and the controversial
concept of the Goddess of Old Europe.

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MARIJA GIMBUTAS
AND NEOLITHIC MACEDONIA

Marija Gimbutas has been established as one of the most highly esteemed archae-
ologists whose contributions in prehistoric research were broadly highlighted. But she
is one of the rare archaeological icons whose work was so intensively praised and
criticized among different groups of scholars and activists. She raised particular atten-
tion with her observations and interpretation on prehistoric human representations
and the Neolithic society that simultaneously attracted many followers and censors
thus making her one of the most specific figures in archaeology. As renowned scholar
M. Gimbutas involved many of Southeast European artifacts in her research and also
was engaged in number of fieldwork projects in this region under her direction. This
largely contributed to wider affirmation and promotion of Neolithic artifacts from the
Balkans and particularly from Macedonia. Large number of Neolithic figurines from
Macedonia were included in her publications and interpretations that brought to front
a cultural heritage not familiar outside the Balkans. This was considerably reflected
in her work at Anza (i.e. Amzabegovo) a complex site that got world recognition due
to her momentous publication ‘Neolithic Macedonia, as reflected by excavation at
Anza'. Therefore, this paper will emphasize M. Gimbutas contribution to Macedonian
archaeology and discuss her research on Neolithic human representations.

Marija Gimbutiené sukare jsptdinga Senosios Europos paveikslg, Salia kity naudo-
dama ir Tripolés kultGros medZiaga. Nuo pat pradZiy ji atkreipé démesj j XX a. 70-tujy
archeologinius atradimus, batent j informacija apie mega-gyvenvietes. Bet prieS 50
mety jy tyrimai tik buvo beprasideda ir Si tema nebuvo ypatingai populiari tarp tyré-
jy uZ Ukrainos riby. Siandien naujienos apie gyvenima Senosios Europos rytiniuose
pakrasciuose, kur prie$ 6000 mety buvo kuriamos milZiniSkos gyvenvietés, pasirodo
pirmaujanciy archeology publikacijy puslapiuose ir tapo diskusijy tarp jvairiy Saliy
archeology objektu.

Siose naujienose yra ne tik informacija apie didesnj nei manyta anks¢iau gyvena-
mujy buveiniy skaiciy, bet, atitinkamai, ir didesnj gyventojy skaiciy. Dar reikéty pami-
néti informacija apie didelio masto jtvirtinimy aplink Sias vietas, daugybés keramikos
dirbtuviy su sudetingomis krosnimis, jvairiy visuomeniniy pastaty statybg. Kai kurie
iS ju yra itin jspadingo dydzio ir siekia daugiau nei tikstancio kvadratiniy metry plota.
Altoriy buvimas tyrinétuose pastatuose leidZia kalbéti apie Sventykly egzistavimg, o
dydziy ir iSdestymo sistema gyvenvietése - apie tam tikrg religiniy pastaty hierarchi-
jos buvima. Tokios mega-gyvenvietés buvo ekonominiai, kariniai, dvasiniai ir politiniai
centrai, apsupti maZesniy gyvenvieciy. IS esmés galime kalbéti apie naujg reiskinj, pa-
lyginus su ankstesniais jvairiy socialines organizacijos apraisky etapais.

Tuo pat metu archeologiniai atradimai pietryciy ir centrinéje Senosios Europos da-
lyse atskleidé, kad tokiy centry atsiradimo laikas turéty bati datuojamas tdkstanciu
mety anksciau. Visgi, Cia Sie centrai po 4300-4200 m. pr. Kr. iSgyveno nuosmukj, o ry-
tuose po dviejy Simtmeciy klestéjo. Sie atradimai sukélé diskusijg apie senyjy Europos
Zemdirbiy urbanizacijos proceso pradZia. Taigi, naujienos i$ rytiniy Senosios Europos
pakrasciy atskleidZia naujy svarbiy detaliy Salia jau ir taip dramatiskos jos istorijos.

NEWS FROM THE EASTERN BORDERS
OF OLD EUROPE

Dr. Mykhailo Videiko

Maria Gimbutas created an impressive picture of Old Europe, using, among oth-
ers, materials from Trypillia Culture. From the very beginning, she took into account
new archaeological discoveries from the 70s of the 20th century, namely information
about the large settlements. But fifty years ago, their studies were just beginning and
this topic was not particularly popular among researchers outside of Ukraine. Today,
news about life on the eastern borders of Old Europe, where these mega-sites, ap-
peared more than 6000 years ago, appeared on the pages of leading archaeological
publications and became the subject of discussions between archaeologists from dif-
ferent countries.

Among this news is not only the discovery of more than previously thought the
number of dwellings and, accordingly, a larger number of inhabitants. To this should
be added information about the large-scale fortifications around this sites, numerous
pottery workshops with sophisticated kilns, various public buildings. Some of them
have reached impressive size of more than a thousand square meters. The presence
of altars in the studied buildings gives grounds to speak about the existence of tem-
ples, and the difference in size and system of location in the settlements - about the
presence of a certain hierarchy of religious buildings. Such mega-settlements were
economic, military, spiritual and political centers, surrounded by smaller sites. In gen-
eral, we can talk about a fundamentally new compared to previous stages of the type
of social organization in its various manifestations.

At the same time, archaeological discoveries in the south-eastern and central
parts of Old Europe have shown that the time of appearance of such centers should
be dated to a thousand years earlier. However, there they experienced decline after
4300-4200 BC, while in the East they flourished two centuries later. These discoveries
sparked a debate about the beginning of the process of urbanization among the an-
cient farmers of Europe. Thus, news from the eastern borders of Old Europe add new
important details to its dramatic history.

In several of her works, Marija Gimbutas presented migration and invasion as a
major stimulus for a massive transformation of the societies of »Old Europe«. With
the so called »kurgan hypothesis« she constructed the replacement of a gynocentric,
peaceful prehistory by a patriarchal, indo-european culture, her research had a strong
influence on research and scientific debates in Indo-European Studies, archaeology,
gender studies and further disciplines.

In a certain way, her interpretations may reflect a »Zeitgeist«, but especially after
the radiocarbon revolution and a chronological reorientation, it is reasonable that the
»kurgan theory« is nowadays neglected and seems a bit worn-out. But Marija Gimbutas
showed a good intuition by naming a shift of symbols and underlining key elements of
what could be approached as technological and social innovations.

She named, for instance »aus Hartmetall gefertigte[n] Dolche[n]« (Gimbutas 1994,
133) as new weapon of the »invaders«. The dagger resembles a major technological
advance, that is preconditioned by the material: the dagger is the first weapon of
its kind, that was produced from arsenic copper. Only with this alloy, it is possible
to cast thin metal objects. Apart from communication networks, craftsmanship and
profound knowledge of raw materials, the technologies around the novel production
techniques but also the use of a dagger and certain fighting techniques indicate forms
of cooperative action which also has a knock-on effect on social structures.

In my paper, | would like to focus on the mutual effects of technological and social
change and the process of institutionalization by focusing on key innovations that
were established in the end of the 5" and 4™ mil BC.

Two articles on paleo-population genetics research published in the journal
“Nature” in 2015 (Allentoft, M. E. et al. 2015; Haak, W. et al. 2015) re-introduced M.
Gimbutiené’s theory of Indo-European origins from the northern steppe zone of
the Black-Caspian seas (Gimbutas, M. 1956. The Prehistory of Eastern Europe), and
sparked a wave of debate in the communities of archaeologists and researchers of
population genetics. Lithuanian archaeologists accepted the conclusions of the arti-
cles uncritically as an argument of the last instance (PiliCiauskas, G. 2018. Virvelines
keramikos kultdra Lietuvoje 2800 - 2400 BC). Meanwhile, Russian and Ukrainian ar-
chaeologists and researchers of population genetics oppose such a version of In-
do-European origin, accusing the authors of the above-mentioned articles of overly
straightforward interpretations of genetic data and poor knowledge of archaeological
realities (Klejn, L. et al. 2017. Are the Origins of Indo - European Languages explained
by the Migration of the Yamnaya Culture to the West? In: European Journal of Ar-
chaeology; banaHosckuia, O. M. 2015. F'eHodoHa EBponel.; Nikitin, A. G. et al. 2017).
Glottochronological data of linguistics also contradicts the version of Indo-European
steppe origins (Dini, P. U. 2019. Balty kalby lyginamoji istorija).

In the opinion of the author of this report, the above-mentioned discussion demon-
strates a failure in narrow specialization in the cases of a broader historical-cultural
synthesis and makes the issue of interdisciplinary research methodology relevant.

M. Gimbutienés suformuota indoeuropieciy protévyneés Siaurinéje Juodosios jaros
pakrantéje hipotezé tapo placiai Zinoma ir populiari, taciau ilgainiui ja imta abejoti
kaip supaprastinta, ir ji buvo kei¢iama Zemdirbiy kultdros perémimo koncepcija (kul-
tariné difuzija). Platy atgarsj jgavo M. Gimbutienés ir C. Renfrew diskusija. Kadangi
lingvisty suformuluotai problemai spresti archeologijos neuzteko, buvo atsigrezta j
Zmogaus biologijg ir genetika.

Jau praeito Simtmecio pabaigoje pasirodeé darbai, bandantys susieti dabartiniy Eu-
ropos gyventojy genetine strukttrg su praeities procesais ir jvykiais. Kiek véliau pra-
detos tirti paprasto paveldéjimo mechanizmo sistemos - mitochondrineé DNR, pavel-
dima motinos linija, bei Y chromosomos haplogrupés, perduodamos tik is tévo stnui.
Paskutiniais metais tiriami ir nelytiniy chromosomy (autosomy) genetiniai variantai.

Sparciai tobuléjant genetiniy tyrimy sekoskaitos metodams, atsirado galimybes is-
skirti genetinius Zzymenis tiesiogiai is praeityje gyvenusiy zmoniy palaiky ir tokiu badu
patikrinti kas visgi plito: idéjos ar Zmonés.

Nustatyti tokie demografiniai ir su jais susije populiaciniai-genetiniai procesai, vyke
Europoje iki akmens amzZiaus pabaigos:

Pirminis Europos apgyvendinimas - Siuolaikiniai Zmonés Europg pasieké palyginus
vélai, prie$ 35-40 takst. m., kontaktavo su Cia jau gyvenusiais neandertalieciais.

Zmoniy populiacijy susitraukimas ir pasitraukimas j sléptuves Iberijos pusiasalyje,
Balkanuose ir Siaurinéje Juodosios jaros pakrantéje ledynmeciu (prie$ 18-20 takst. m.).
Ledynams traukiantis, i$ $iy sléptuviy buvo rekolonizuojama Vidurio ir Siaurés Europa.

Zemdirbystés atsiradimas ir Zemdirbiy skverbimasis j Europg i$ Artimujy Ryty per
MaZajg Azijg Siaurés vakary kryptimi, vykes iki 4000 m.pr.Kr. Vidurio Europos lygu-
moje 3i plétra buvo sparti, bet stabtelgjo ties pietine Baltijos jdros pakrante, ir Siuose
kraStuose nevyko esminiy geny daznio pokyciy iki pat Neolito pabaigos. Taciau Piety
ir Vakary Europoje dél gausesniy Zemdirbiy migracijos susiformavo nauja genetiskai
populiacija - Ankstyvieji Europos Zemdirbiai. Tuo pat metu i$ Piety Kaukazo vykusi
migracija iki 40-50 proc. “praskiedzia” tarp Juodosios ir Kaspijos jary gyvenusiy Ryty
medZiotojy-rankiotojy genus.

Sie Zmoneés - auksti stambas $viesiaplaukiai rudaakiai -
gerokai skyrési nuo autochtony (smulkiy tamsiaplaukiy mélynakiy) tiek iSvaizda, tiek
ir gyvenimo bddu (autochtonai daugiausia maitinosi misko gérybémis ir gélavande-
némis Zuvimis, o ateiviai virvelininkai buvo gyvuliy augintojai).

Taciau teisus ir C. Renfrew - kiek anksciau vykusi
zemdirbystés Europoje plétra daugiau palieté vakary Europg, o ant virSaus dar nugulée
ir virvelininky migracijos banga.

M. GIMBUTIENE’S HYPOTHESIS

OF INDO-EUROPEAN ORIGIN

AND THE NEWEST PALEOGENETIC DATA
OF THE BALTIC REGION

The hypothesis of the Indo-European ancestry on the northern Black Sea coast
formed by M. Gimbutiené became widely known and popular, but in the long run
it was questioned as simplified, and it was changed to the concept that the culture
was taken over by agriculturists (cultural diffusion). The discussion between M. Gim-
butiené and C. Renfrew received a wide response. As archeology was not enough to
solve the problem formulated by linguists, the attention was drawn to human biology
and genetics.

Already at the end of the last century, studies appeared trying to link the genetic
structure of the current European population with past processes and events. Later
on, the systems of a simple inheritance mechanism - mitochondrial DNA, inherited
maternal line, and Y chromosome haplogroups, which are passed only from father to
son - were studied. In recent years, genetic variants of asexual chromosomes (auto-
somes) have also been studied. With the rapid development of sequencing methods
for genetic research, it has become possible to extract genetic markers directly from
the remains of people who have lived in the past and thus verify what was spreading:
ideas or people.

The following demographic and related population-genetic processes that took
place in Europe before the end of the Stone Age have been identified:

Primary process of inhabiting the Europe - modern people arrived in Europe rel-
atively late, 35-40 thousand years ago, interacted with the Neanderthals who already
lived here.

Decline and retreat of human populations to hiding places in the Iberian Peninsu-
la, the Balkans and the northern Black Sea coast during the Ice Age (18-20 thousand
years ago). As glaciers retreated, Central and Northern Europe was recolonized from
these hiding places.

The emergence of agriculture and the penetration of agriculturists into Europe
from the Middle East through Asia Minor to the northwest by 4,000 BC. In the Central
European plain, this development was rapid, but stopped on the southern shores
of the Baltic Sea, and there were no significant changes in the frequency of genes in
these lands until the end of the Neolithic. However, in southern and western Europe,
the migration of more abundant agriculturalists has created a new genetic population
- Early European agriculturalists. At the same time, migration from the South Cau-
casus “dilutes” the genes of Eastern hunter-gatherers living between the Black and
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Caspian Seas by up to 40-50 percent. This is how the so-called “Yamnaya” culture and
the “hybrid” population that created it emerged.

Around 3000 - 2800 BC, a significant migration of the people of Yamnaya (Kurgan
culture) to the west began, thus forming the people of the Corded Ware Pottery cul-
ture. This wave also reaches Lithuania - the haplogroup R1a of the Y chromosome is
characteristic to the late Neolithic men of Gyvakarai and Spiginas. This migration took
varying degrees: if it changed Central Europe more vigorously, elsewhere it was less
rapid and selective, with single men migrating first. These people, tall, large, light-
haired, brown-eyed, differed greatly from the autochthons (small, dark-haired, blue-
eyed) in both appearance and lifestyle (the autochthons fed mainly on forest products
and freshwater fish, and the aliens of Corded Ware Pottery culture were stockbreed-
ers). However, the descendants of the old hunters-gatherers still remain, and others
are being gradually mixed with them until the Late Bronze Age. In this way, the gen-
otype of the Lithuanian population was formed, which did not change substantially
during the following three or four millennia. These aliens also brought a language of
Indo-European origin.

Paleogenetic research allows the identification of genetic markers not only of hu-
mans but also of disease pathogens. One such disease is plague. It turns out that the
causative agents of plague have accompanied people since at least the late Stone Age,
as well as in migration processes from the steppe zone to other regions.

Thus, the paleogenetic data basically confirmed M. Gimbutiené’s hypothesis of
Kurgan culture people migration. However, C. Renfrew is also right: the previous ex-
pansion of agriculture in Europe has affected Western Europe more, and the wave of
Corded WarePottery culture migration has also overlapped.

Nepaisant pagrjstos kritikos Marijos Gimbutienés ,bangos” teorijai, kai kurie Sios
teorijos elementai iSties gali bati pripaZinti svarbiais ir vertingais. M. Gimbutiené, vie-
na iS pirmujy tyrinétojy Europoje, atskleide ganétinai ilgo chronologinio laikotarpio
tarpusavyje susijusiy kultariniy pokyciy charakteristikas nuo Uralo iki Balkany-Karpa-
ty regiono ir Vidurio Europos Zemumos. Be to, Marija Gimbutiené atskleidé Europos
priesistore kaip iSskirtiniy aktyviy kultariniy tarpusavio santykiy etapy seka ir santyki-
nai nepriklausoma vietiniy kultary plétrg placiose teritorijose. Net ir savoka ,bangos”,
naudojama paaiskinti kultarinius pokycius, gali bati priimtina, nors tyréja Siy bangy
pobadj ir epicentrag ne visada tiksliai nustatydavo.

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WAVES OF CHANGES IN LATER PREHISTORY
OF EASTERN AND SOUTH-EASTERN EUROPE,
THE 5TH AND 4TH MILLENNIA BC

Despite righteous criticisms of “wave” theory of Maria Gimbutas some elements of
this theory can be indeed recognized as important and valuable. Gimbutas one of the
first researchers in Europe could reveal interdependent character of cultural changes
from the Ural to the Balkan-Carpathian region and Middle European Lowlands in a long
chronological projection. Additionally, the European prehistory has been shown by Ma-
ria Gimbutas as a sequence of distinctive stages of active cultural interrelations and
relatively independent local development over spacious territories. Even the notion of
“waves” for explanation of cultural changes can be accepted although character and
epicentres of these waves have been determined by the researcher not always precisely.

All these traits, interrelations, stageness and waves of changes, can be obviously
discerned in prehistory of East and Southeast Europe in the 5th and 4th millennia BC. In
the middle and the second half of the 5th millennium these territories from the Lower
Volga basin to the Balkan-Carpathian region demonstrate many common characteristics
expressed first of all in some elements of technologies, burial rite and social symbolism.
The epicentre of cultural influence at that time was localised in the area of advanced
Balkan-Carpathian farming communities. The next stage at the end of the 5th and be-
ginning of the 4th millennia BC is characterized by severance of cultural ties and latent
phase of cultural development which in the west is designated as “Balkan Dark Ages”
and in the east as a “steppe hiatus”. In the first half of the 4th millennium a series of cul-
tures appears from the Volga region to the Balkans which are distinguished by individual
local features of material culture and burial rite. This time can be designated as period of
cultural diversity. Such situation is maintained in the third quarter of the 4th millennium,
but two centres of cultural innovations take shape in Eastern Europe: The Maykop-No-
vosvobodnaya culture in the Ciscaucasia and the Usatovo culture in the Northwest Pon-
tic region. The new type of cultural integration, sites of the Zhivotilovka type, emerges
in the last quarter of the 4th millennium which stretches from the Northern Caucasus
to the Lower Danube region and reveals apparent uniformity in material culture, burial
rite and social symbols. Sources of innovations at this period are rooted in the areas of
the late Tripolye and Maykop-Novosvobodnaya cultures. Such extensive integration with
amorphous regional borders could create favourable conditions for impetuous spread
of the Pit-grave culture at the end of the 4th millennium BC. Thus, during the 5th and 4th
millennia BC we can observe several distinctive stages of cultural development embrac-
ing vast territories of Eastern and South-Eastern Europe which are characterised by both
integrative and disintegrative processes and different centres of cultural innovations.

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CULTURAL INTERACTIONS BETWEEN
AGRICULTURAL AND PASTORAL SOCIETIES DURING
THE LAST QUARTER OF THE 4TH MILLENIA BC:
CASE STUDY OF SEREZLEEVKA LOCAL GROUP

During the 1950s1970s, Maria Gimbutas developed the Kurgan hypothesis of the
Indo-European origins which was described in the most complete form in the paper
called The first wave of Eurasian steppe pastoralists into the Copper Age Europe published
in 1977. Several migration waves were reconstructed. The oldest one was dated by
4400-4300 cal. BC and synchronized with Cucuteni A - Trypillia B1; the second by 3500
cal. BC and was synchronized with Trypillia B2-C1. The most peculiar is the third one
which is dated by 3000 cal. BC and is contemporary with Trypillia C2. The end of the
4t Millenia BC is marked by the complete disintegration of the Trypillia culture man-
ifested through the appearance of numerous bright local groups. The artifacts and
sites associated with the Late Trypillia culture are found in the territories previously
unoccupied by its bearers.

Although after half a century M. Gimbutas' ideas are still influential, a close look at
the archaeological sources supposes a more complex pattern of cultural interactions
than simple east-to-west migrations. Finds of painted pottery, as well as anthropo-
morphic figurines, allow suggesting a significant impact of Late Tripillia communities
on the steppe archeological cultures. A bright example of a kurgan culture heavily
influenced by the Tripillia is the Serezleevka local group located between South Bug
and Dnieper rivers and dated by 3500/3200-2800 BC.

In the current paper, we present material of a new Serezleevka type burial exca-
vated at the vicinity of the Pomichna village, Kirovohrad region in 1989. Both history of
Serezleevka group studies and the modern thoughts on the place of the Serezleevka
group in the context of Late Trypolye culture are discussed. Strong connections with
Gordinesti and Sofievka groups are established. A migration of Trypillia people from
the Easter Bug region into the steppe during the second half of the 4th Millenia BC
is suggested. It is supposed that the motivation for such resettlement was the lack
of supplies caused by the crises of the extensive fire-cutting agriculture practiced by
Tripillia people. The other possible reason for the relocation to the Lower Dnieper
region was the search for metal. Recent studies suggest an existence of a strong met-
allurgical center in the mentioned region during the last quarter of the 4th Millenia BC.
The evidence of local production of the metal tools is the finds of metallurgists’ burials
accompanied by the casting forms of Samara type axes.

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MARIJA GIMBUTAS
AND THE TRANSFORMATION
OF EUROPE IN THE 3RD MILLENNIUM BC

Marija Gimbutas knew very well that mobility and migrations are key factors for
the understanding of cultural change. Since the advent of mobility isotopes and es-
pecially ancient DNA studies, this fact is in no prehistoric periods so obvious as in the
Early Neolithic of the seventh/sixth millennium and the Copper Age/Early Bronze Age
transition of the fourth/third millennium BCE. However especially for the third mil-
lennium BCE, there is no consensus on the scale, size, extent, directions, and speed
of events. We likewise lack good conceptualisations and explanations for the mecha-
nisms behind people moving. Here, an attempt is being made to describe essentials of
some of key third millennium BC events in which prehistoric archaeology and genetic
studies regard recognizable quantities of peoples moving westwards. It may not come
as a big surprise that Marija Gimbutas already had them on her Radar some 50 years
ago, despite radiocarbon dating being in its infancy then, with dendrochronology, and
isotopic and genetic data not yet available.

Tarp Dniestro ir Pruto upiy yra iStirta ir paskelbta medziaga apie daugiau nei 700
pilkapiy (> 5 000 palaidojimy). Pirmieji pilkapiai Siame regione buvo kasinéti XIX am-
Ziaus pabaigoje, taciau pilkapiy tyrimy pikas vyko 1970 ir 1980-aisiais. Palydoviniy
vaizdy ir topografiniy Zemélapiy, sudaryty pries kasinéjimy pika, analizé parodé pa-
grindines pilkapiy koncentracijas (imta daugiau nei 10 700 arba 2,5 pilkapio/100 km2)
ir linijinius jy pasiskirstymo modelius, padiktuotus nataraliy reljefo savybiy. Pilkapiy
linijos daugiausia iSdéliotos iSilgai kalvagubriy ir orientuotos lygiagreciai su upémis.
Preliminari iStirty pilkapiy analizé jrodo faktg, kad ankstyvosios kultdros planavo pa-
laidojimy vietas ir veliau jas naudojo ir plete linijiniu iSdéstymo badu, kuris tikriau-
siai siejosi su keliais, migracijos takais ir marsSrutais. Labiausiai tiketina, kad Siaures
vakary Juodosios jaros regione pilkapiai atsiranda ne véliau kaip eneolito pabaigoje,
3900-3800 m. pr. Kr., ir tesiasi iki moderniy laiky, iki XVIII-XIX a. sanddros. Analizuo-
jant net nepabaigtus iStirti duomenis, pavyzdziui, paskelbtg medziaga iS Moldovos
Respublikos teritorijos, nesunku pastebéti, kad pilkapiy pylimas apima dvi pagrindi-
nes chronologines sekas. Dauguma jy buvo supilti vélyvajame eneolito-anktyvajame
bronzos amziuje (Duobiniy kapy kultdra ir kultara, buvusi iki Duobiniy kapy kulttros)
ir ankstyvajame geleZies amZiuje-Romos imperijos laikotarpiu (skitai ir sarmatai). Nuo
ankstyvojo bronzos amziaus pabaigos iki ankstyvojo geleZies amZiaus pradZzios lai-
dojimo kultdry neSéjai arba naudojo jau esancius pilkapius, arba pradedavo laidoti
plokStiniuose kapinynuose.

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KURGAN RITE ON THE WESTERN LIMITS OF
THE GREAT STEPPE: “CONSTRUCTORS" VS. “USERS”

There are excavated and published more than 700 barrows (>5.000 burials) be-
tween Dniester and Prut rivers. The first barrows in the region of interest were ex-
cavated in the late 19th century, but the peak of barrow research is documented for
1970-1980s. Analysis of satellite images and topographical maps composed before
the wide-spread excavations showed the main concentrations of barrows (sampling is
over 10.700 or 2.5 mounds per 100 km2) and the linear patterns of their distribution
connected to the natural features of relief. Barrow lines are predominantly placed on
the ridges and oriented parallel to the rivers. The preliminary analysis of excavated
barrow lines demonstrates the fact of the initial planning of the burial grounds by the
early cultures and subsequent use due to the linear pattern, probably connected to the
roads, trackways or migration routes. Most likely, the erecting of the barrows appears
in the North-Western Black Sea region no later than late Eneolithic, 3900—3800 BC
and continues until Modern periods, till the turn of 18-19th centuries. Analyzing even
incomplete data, for example, published materials from the territory of the Republic
of Moldova, it is easy to see that the barrow erecting covers two main chronological
sequences. Most of the mounds were erected in the late Eneolithic - early Bronze Age
(Yamnaya and Pre-Yamnaya cultures) and early Iron Age - Roman period (Scythians
and Sarmatians). Between the end of the Early Bronze Age and the beginning of the
Early Iron Age, the bearers of the burial cultures either used the already existing bar-
rows or formed flat cemeteries. 134 burial mounds (or 10%) belong to the late Eneo-
lithic and the Early Bronze Age before the penetration of Yamnaya tribes and 460 (or
35%) to the Yamnaya culture. The beginning of the Kurgan Era is characterized by one
important feature that distinguishes it from the Kurgan Renaissance in the Scythian
and Sarmatian times, which include 248 (19%) and 176 (13%) mounds, respectively. In
addition to the erection of burial mounds, the Yamnaya and Pre-Yamnaya population
rearranged both “their own” and previous mounds (that increase the diameter and
height of the barrow). E. g. for the Eneolithic and Early Bronze Age cultures, preceding
the Yamnaya one, in addition to 134 burials, 31 cases of barrow rearrangement are
known. Already in the Yamnaya time, in addition to 460 burial mounds erected by the
Yamnaya tribes, 321 cases of rearrangement were recorded. During the Scythian and
Sarmatian periods, the barrows were almost not rearranged, and the size of the erect-
ed mounds was significantly reduced: for the Pre-Yamnaya period the diameter of the
barrow varied within 20-35 m, in the Yamnaya time it was up to 25-40 m, then in the
Scythian period, the diameter of most of the mounds was 10-20 m, in the Sarmatian
one - 15-30 m.

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THE ORIGINS AND MOBILITY OF STONE AGE HUMANS
FROM DONKALNIS AND SPIGINAS BURIALS BASED ON
THE DATA OF STRONTIUM ISOTOPE ANALYSIS

Whilst the analysis of strontium isotope ratios (875r/86Sr) of human remains ena-
bles mobility patterns and migration events to be identified archaeologically, its poten-
tial is dependent on the heterogeneity of the underlying geology in the research area,
and the knowledge of 87Sr/86Sr ratio variation in the biologically available strontium. In
Lithuanian archaeology, the strontium isotope analysis has only been relatively recently
undertaken (2019-2020). In this paper we discuss the potential of the method, and its
application to materials from the Stone Age burial grounds of Donkalnis and Spiginas
located on former islands in Lake BirZulis in western Lithuania.

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BURIAL GROUND OF CHERNIAKHIV CULTURE
BOROMLIA (ACCORDING TO ETHNIC
CRANIOSCOPICAL DATA)

V. Baran and B. Magomedov noticed that Cherniakhiv Culture is one of the most
vivid phenomena in the Eastern European history of the 15t mill. AD right up to Ancient
Rus establishment. There are more than 3500 Cherniakhiv sites (including 120 burial
grounds) discovered on the territory of Ukraine, Moldova, Romania and Russian Fed-
eration. Cherniakhiventombments were examined mainly using craniometry, osteom-
etry and odontology. The most controversial question is related to the Nationality or
Nationalities that has(ve) created Cherniakhiv Culture and become its core. Therefore,
the solving of this problem can amplify the lore about the anthropological compound
of Cherniakhiv people from different ethnic regions of Ukraine and its neighbouring
countries. The purpose of this work is to find out key non-metric features of the skulls
from the burial ground near Boromlia village (Sumy district and region), discovered in
1986 by V. Pryimak and excavated by G. Nekrasova and R. Terpylovskyi in 1987-1991,
according to ethnic cranioscopy. The author investigated 23 skulls and their fragments
using cranioscopical program. It is possible to make the conclusions that the skulls
from ground entombments from Boromlia have moderate frequency of supraorbital
foramens and are similar to the skulls from the Western Ukrainian Cherniakhiv group
Cherneliv Rusky. The probed selection belongs to Southern Caucasoids as well as the
selection from Cherneliv Rusky according to the frequency of infraorbital pattern of
the second type. Both groups differ mainly in the occipital index because the Western
series is more Caucasoid according to its range. Therefore, the author sees a prospect
in cranioscopical study of all Cherniakhiv series from the territory of Ukraine accord-
ing to ethnic cranioscopical data and in creation of mentioned three complex series
for a better understanding of the Cherniakhiv regional variability.

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USATOVO IN THE CONTEXT OF “KURGAN CULTURES”
OF THE EARLY METAL AGES

Maria Gimbutas, the author of the famous “Kurgan hypothesis”, paid special at-
tention to the Usatovo culture, the first “Kurgan culture” of the Early Metal Ages in
the northwestern Black Sea (Pontic) steppe. Gimbutas’ interest in Usatovo was in the
chronological aspect and social structure of the Usatovo society. In our opinion, goods
exchange and trade served a key role in the establishment of Usatovo as a major cul-
tural complex of prehistoric southeast Europe.

The late Eneolithic-Early Bronze Age (E-EBA) in southeast Europe is characterized
by active cultural and technological transformations. Metallurgic technologies of the
Usatovo culture have wide regional connections, extending throughout the north and
west Pontic and, possibly, to Anatolia. Meanwhile, Usatovo developed distinct met-
allurgic traditions of its own. At the same time, Usatovo's intercultural partnerships
were primarily based on salt trade. Salt was produced in the estuaries of the north-
western Black Sea coast - the Bugeac steppe area. Salt production in this area might
have been connected with the ritual centers of Usatovo and Mayaki during the E-EBA.
The Usatovo's primary trade routes stretched along the major waterways such as the
Danube and the Dniester, which connected Usatovo with other coastal, steppe and
forest-steppe Eneolithic cultures of the northwestern and western Pontic region. Usa-
tovo tribes can be seen as the first industrial-scale salt producers in the northwestern
Black Sea region. The network of brackish estuaries of the Bugeac steppe is a unique
area where salt naturally settles, allowing for its industrial exploration without the
need for anthropogenic means of evaporation. The development of salt production
in the Bugeac steppe has contributed to cultural processes during different historical
epochs. Ongoing archaeogenetic and stable isotope analyses will help refining the
placement of Usatovo in the broader context of population and cultural dynamics that
ushered in the end of Old Europe.

GYVENVIECIY KASINEJIMY ISVADOS (2005-2011)

Viskiauty/Mochovojos piliakalnis ir plokstinis kapinynas, esantis Siaurineje Sambi-
jos pusiasalio, turtingo gintaro, dalyje (buvusioje Ryty PrUsijoje, Siandien Rusijos Ka-
liningrado srityje), buvo tiriami daugiau nei 150 mety, tuo tarpu netoliese esancios
gyvenvieciy struktdros rimtai pradétos tirti tik moderniais laikais. Sis kapinynas, esan-
tis ,Kaupo” giraiteje, buvo trumpai naudojamas vélyvajame neolite ir ankstyvajame
bronzos amZiuje, o labiausiai - ankstyvaisiais viduramziais (9-11 a.). Kapinynui badingi
turtingi, greiciausiai Gotlando ar vidurio Svedijos radiniai ir ne vietinés kapy formos.
Deél Sios prieZasties, i$ karto po kapinyno suradimo, aplinkinés prasy teritorijos buvo
laikomos ,vikingy kolonija”, nors tai niekada ir nebuvo jrodyta. Dabartiniais laikais,
tokie indikatoriai kaip ekonomiskai svariy objekty padidéjimas yra priskiriami greta
esanciam balty prekybos uostui (emporium).

Neseniai baigtoje savo disertacijoje analizavau gyvenvietés kasinéjimus, kurie
buvo vykdomi vadovaujant dr. Timui Ibsenui 1 km. atstumu nuo kapinyno 2005-2011
metais. Vykdydama §j intensyvy tarpdisciplininj krastovaizdZio tyrimg, sujungiau jo
paties pastebejimy iSvadas, daugiausia iSdéstytas jo disertacijoje (2009), taip pat dar
nepilnai jvertintg paskutiniy daryty Surfy dokumentacijg (2008-2011) ir *C meéginius,
toponomastiniy, geomagnetiniy, geologiniy, archeo-zoologiniy, archeo-botaniniy
ir kt. tyrimy rezultatus. Viso tyrimo rezultatas yra nejtikétinai jvairialypis satelitines
struktdros gyvenvietés vaizdas su prekybos objektais ir, paskutinis, bet nemaziau
svarbus dalykas, - tikétiname prekybos uoste. Tai leidZia daryti pagrjstas prielaidas,
kur tokius objektus baty galima rasti ateityje.

CONCLUSIONS ON THE SETTLEMENT EXCAVATIONS
IN WISKIAUTEN/MOKHOVOYE, RUSSIA (2005-2011)

The mound and flat grave cemetery of Wiskiauten/Mokhovoye in the north of am-
ber-rich Sambia peninsula (in former East Prussia, today Russian district Kaliningrad)
was examined for over 150 years, whereas the nearby settlement structures were
only seriously analysed in modern times. This burial ground in the “Kaup” grove in-
dicates a short use in Late Neolithic and Early Bronze Age, but mostly during Early
Medieval Time (9th-11th cent. AD). It is characterised by rich, most likely Gotlandic or
Central Swedish objects and non-local grave forms. For this reason, shortly after its
discovery, a “Viking colony” in the surrounding Prussian area was considered, but nev-
er proven. In modern times, indications such as an increase in objects of the weight
economy pointed to a nearby Baltic trading port (emporium).

In my recently completed dissertation, | analysed the settlement excavations that
were carried out under the direction of dr. Timo Ibsen between 2005 und 2011 within
1 km around the burial ground. | combined the results of his own observations, mostly
stated in his dissertation (2009), with not yet fully evaluated documentation of the last
test pits (2008-2011) and 14C-samples as well as with toponomastic, geomagnetic,
geologic, archaeo-zoologic, archaeo-botanic, and some other studies of this intensive,
interdisciplinary landscape investigation. The result is an unexpectedly diverse picture
of satellite-like settlement structures, trade goods, and, last but not least, on the ex-
pected trading port. It leads to reasonable assumptions as to where it could be found
in the future. This study sheds new light on the role of the West Baltic tribe of Prus-
sians in the northern and eastern trade relations of early medieval Europe.

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MATRIFOCALITY - MYTH OR MAYBE?

Dr. Inga Merkyté
University of Copenhagen

Marija Gimbutas scientific heritage is still considered controversial. Her two grand
hypotheses, the Civilization of Old Europe and the Kurgan Hypothesis, have been sig-
nificant in producing debates and channelling academic interest towards those parts
of Europe that geopolitically were destined to stay in oblivion. Less than a decade
ago, her Kurgan Hypothesis started to gain support from aDNA studies, convincingly
advocating for genetic turnover caused by massive genetic influx from the steppe
regions north of the Black Sea as well as the brutal nature of the way the population
intermixture had taken place.

The concept of Old Europe encompassing geographical, cultural and chronologi-
cal connotations is also now widely accepted. However, for M. Gimbutas, it also had
a social meaning in her viewing of the ancient societies as engendered (!), based on
matrifocal and matrilineal family structure. Thus, itis relevant to (re)consider the data
that led M. Gimbutas towards these insights and how these matristic notions can be
supported or discarded in the light of current theoretical approaches and archaeolog-
ical data, including isotope and DNA analysis. Is there a way to resolve the controversy
of this notion at the core of M. Gimbutas' vision of Old Europe?

Marija Gimbutiené Kukutenio-Tripolés kultdros kompleksg laiké Senosios Europos,
kuri klestéjo globojama DidZiosios Deivés, Zemdirbiy civilizacijos dalimi. Daugiausia
demesio ji skyre deives aspektams, susijusiems su motinyste, augmenija, atgimimu
- nuolatiniu visy gyvenimo cikly atnaujinimu. Taciau Kukutenio-Tripolés kultaros tra-
dicijoje DidZiosios Deivés jvaizdZio apraiSkos placiai perteikiamos antropomorfinémis
formomis, figQriniais indais (tusCiavidure skulptara?) ir antropomorfinemis keramikos
dekoro temomis.

Ménulio simboliai keramikos puosyboje atsiranda ankstyvajame periode (apie
5000 m. pr. Kr.), bet ypa¢ iplinta po 4500 m. pr. Kr. Sie simboliai atspindi ménulio
ciklg ir yra perteikiami tokiais vaizdiniais kaip pilnatis (apskritimas), jaunatis (apskriti-
mas), skirtingy faziy ménulis (leSiniai ovalai, atkarpos, lankai), jskaitant ir pusménulj
(i8 desinés ir i3 kairés). Salia ménulj simbolizuojanciy simboliy taip pat yra vandens,
grady, augmenijos, gyvaciy simboliai ir antropomorfinés figdros.

Pilnaties simbolis, vaizduojamas apskritimo forma, yra aptinkamas ant motery fi-
gareliy, gyvaciy ir Suny atvaizdy.

Horizontaliojo pusménulio (jauno ménesio) simboliai yra bukranijos ir pakeltos bei
iStiestos antropomorfiniy figry rankos. Jaunojo pusménulio simbolika yra aptinkama
ant lipdyty i terakotos Sventykly, sosty ar kedziy.

Tapytose kompozicijose pusmeénulis derinamas su augmenijos, bukranijos, gyva-
tés ir paukscio atvaizdais.

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THE GREAT GODDESS AND THE MOON:
IMAGES AND SYMBOLS
OF CUCUTENI-TRYPILLIA

Maria Gimbutas considered the Cucuteni-Trypillia cultural complex as part of the
ancient agricultural civilization of Old Europe, which flourished under the auspices of
the Great Goddess. She focused mainly on the aspects of the Goddess which asso-
ciated with motherhood, vegetation, rebirth - the constant renewal of all life cycles.
But the image of the Great Goddess in other hypostases and manifestations is widely
presented in tradition of the Cucuteni-Trypillia by anthropomorphic plastic, figured
vessels (hollow sculpture?) and anthropomorphic themes of ceramics decor.

The symbolism of the Moon appears in pottery ornamentation from the early pe-
riod (around 5000BC), but is especially widespread in paintings on pottery after 4500
BC. It reflects the Lunar cycle and is represented by images including full Moon (circle),
new Moon (circle), the Moon in different phases (lenticular ovals, segments, arcs), in-
cluding Crescent (right and left). In the Lunar painted plots, signs are combined with
symbols of water, grain, vegetation, a snake, and anthropomorphic figures

The Full moon symbol in the form of a circle is depicted on female figurines, imag-
es of a snake and a dogs.

The symbols of the horizontal Crescent (young month) are bucrania and the raised
and outstretched arms of anthropomorphic figures. The symbolism of the young
Crescent is present on terracotta models of temples and thrones or chairs.

In the painted compositions Crescent is combined with the symbosl of vegetation,
bucraniums, images of a snake and a bird. Horned female figurines usually are asso-
ciated with Lunar symbolism.

Thus, Lunar symbolism unites different categories of artifacts into sacred com-
plexes: anthropomorphic and zoomorphic plastics, ornamentation plots, models of
temples and thrones. The contamination of images of the Goddess, snake, bird, dog,
as well as plant and ornithomorphic symbolism is due to Lunar symbolism. Various
symbols and images are united by semantic links with the Moon, mainly with the full
and newborn. Thus, the traditional ideas of the Great Goddess can be supplemented
with information regarding her connections with the image of the Moon in differentin
various manifestations and combinations.

Tyrime aptariama galimybeé, kad Sie nejprasti vaizdai atspindi fizine negalia, kurig
sukélé infekciné Poto liga. Remiantis antropologiniais Europos eneolito populiacijos
skelety liekany tyrimais, rasta patologiniy Sios ligos pokyc¢iy. Sios ligos sukéléjy, myco-
bacterium tuberculosis, taip pat rasta atlikus Zmogaus kauly biomolekulinius tyrimus,
kurie patvirtina tuberkuliozés plitimg Siuo laikotarpiu. Beje, autoreé teigia, kad Sio tipo
fighreles galéjo bati naudojamos magiskuose ritualuose. Taip pat pateikiami kai kurie
etnografiniai duomenys apie moliniy antropomorfiniy atvaizdy naudojimg sveikatos
stiprinimo ir gydymo apeigose.
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ANTHROPOMORPHIC FIGURINES

WITH HUNCHBACKS AND DEFORMED BREASTS
IN KODJADERMEN-GUMELNITA-KARANOVO

VI CULTURE

A number of unusual anthropomorphic figurines featuring hunchbacks and con-
ical protrusions on their chests have been unearthed in several settlements that be-
long to the area of the Kodjadermen-Gumelnita-Karanovo VI culture. The figurines
have not been subject to a special study in scholarly literature so far and hence, no
attempt at their interpretation has ever been made.

The present study takes into consideration figurines originating from the
settlement mounds of Dolnoslav, Hotnitsa, Karanovo, Ruse, Sveti Kirilovo, Gumelnita,
and Cascioarele. It is remarkable that half of them have no indicated gender, while
four of them are notably male and only two are female. All of them are depicted
with the same gesture - widespread arms, positioned horizontally. Only one figurine
of considerable size has its arms slightly raised upwards. According to the typolo-
gy accepted in Bulgarian archaeological literature, the figurines belong to various
types - standing, cylindrical, and busts. The specimens whose archaeological context
is known come from buildings.

The study discusses the possibility that these unusual images reflect a physical dis-
ability caused by the infectious Pott's disease. Anthropologic research on skeletal re-
mains of the Eneolithic population of Europe has established pathological changes that
are consistent with this disease. Its cause, Mycobacterium tuberculosis, has been iden-
tified also through biomolecular study of human bones, which confirms the spread of
tuberculosis in this period. The author furthermore argues about the possible use of
this type of figurines in magic rituals. In addition, some ethnographic data is supplied
for the use of clay anthropomorphic images in health-bringing and healing rites.

PrieSistorinés antropomorfinés skulptdros tema, jos pateikimas ir interpretacija
pladiai nagrinéjama Marijos Gimbutienés darbuose. Sios mokslininkés garbei yra skir-
tas Sis praneSimas, pristatantis labai jdomy ir reprezentatyvy inda. Tai Zmogaus kdno
formos indas, retai randamas Eneolito laikotarpiu.

Indas atsitiktinai rastas gyvenvietés ant kalvos pavirSiuje. Jis yra dalinai islikes. 13-
likusios detalés leidZia atkurti jo formga ir puoSybg. Dél didZiuliy kojy ir ilgy pedy inda
gali pastatyti. Tai yra vienas jspadingiausiy Sio tipo radiniy. Tai - moters mitologinis
vaizdinys, tikétina - Deivé Motina. I3skirtiné indo forma ir puoSybinés detalés supo-
nuoja, jog indas yra reprezentacinés paskirties, greiciausiai naudotas jvairiy apeigu,
susijusiy su vaisingumo maldomis, metu.

Zmogaus kano formy indai yra vieni reprezentatyviausiy vélyvojo Eneolito laiko-
tarpio radiniy. Kai kurie tyrinétojai juos laiké tarpine forma tarp antropomorfiniy fi-
gareliy ir stalo keramikos arba mané, kad jie zymi monumentalios skulptdros kdrimo
pradZig. Sie indai ypa¢ paplinta tuo laikotarpiu, kai kapinynuose (ypa¢ Varnos kulta-
ros) aiSkiai matoma socialiné diferenciacija. Atsizvelgiant j tai, prielaida, kad Sio tipo
indy savininkai turéjo svarby socialinj statusa, atrodo logiSka. Kita vertus, Siy indy
atsiradimas Zymeéjo religiniy apeigy ir ritualy pokycius, kuriuose jie tikriausiai atliko
svarby vaidmenij.
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NEWLY DISCOVERED ANTHROPOMORPHIC
VESSEL FROM EASTERN BULGARIA

The topic of prehistoric anthropomorphic sculpture, its presentation and interpre-
tation is widely covered in the works of Marija Gimbutas. In her honor is the submitted
paper, which presents a representative and very interesting vessel. It is a vessel in the
shape of a human body, rare in the Chalcolithic era.

The vessel was found accidentally on the surface of a settlement mound. It is par-
tially preserved. The available fragments allow to restore its shape and ornamenta-
tion. The massive legs and long feet allow the vessel to be placed upright. It is one of
the most impressive specimens among this type of finds. It is a female mythological
image, probably the Mother Goddess. Its specific shape and ornamentation suggest
representative functions of the vessel, probably used in various rites associated with
prayers for fertility.

The vessels in the shape of a human body are one of the most representative
ceramic finds of the Late Chalcolithic period. They have been considered by some
researchers as an intermediate form between anthropomorphic figurines and table
ceramics or marking the transition to the creation of monumental sculpture. Their
spreading falls in a period in which the presence of social differentiation is clearly
perceptible in the necropolises (especially those of the Varna culture). In this context,
the assumption that the owners of this type of vessels have an important social status
seems logical. On the other hand, their appearance marked changes in religious rites
and rituals, where they probably played an important role.

Varnos eneolito laikotarpio kapinyne buvo rastos trys auksinés galvijy formas vaiz-
duojancios profilinés plokstelés. Jos neturéjo jokiy ryskiy lytiniy pozymiy. Sios figa-
rélés paprastai interpretuojamos kaip jauciai ir siejami su vyriSkumo kultu. PanaSiy
formy vaizdai retai pasitaiko ir ant keraminiy indy.

Siame pranesime pristatomas indas, neseniai rastas Kozarevos Mogilos gyvenvie-
teje (Bulgarija). Indas buvo rastas sudegusios gyvenvieteés, priklausiusios Kodjaderme-
no-Gumelnicos-Karanovo VI kultdrai, name. Ant jo pavaizduotos dvi antropomorfinés
ir dvi zoomorfinés figlros. PieSiniai yra schematiski, reljefiSkai modeliuojami per visg
vidurinigjg indo dalj, iSdéstyti horizontaliai iSilgai centro, antropomorfinés ir zoomor-
finés fighros keicia viena kita. Antropomorfinés figlros vaizduojamos Zzidrincios j ste-
bétoja, skiriasi viena nuo kitos tik tuo, kad viena jy turi moteriskas kratis. Zoomorfinés
fighros vaizduojamos i$ profilio. Savo forma jos labai panaSios j auksines galvijy figa-
ras i$ Varnos. Kaip ir zmoniy figdros, viena i$ galvijy figlry turi aiskiai iSreikstg lytinj
pozymij: reljefinj fala. Tai rodo, kad viena i$ figlry yra jaucio, o kita - karves, ir tai yra
retas pavyzdys, kai vienu metu pateikiami moteriski ir vyriski antropomorfiniai ir zoo-
morfiniai vaizdai su aiskiai iSreikstais lytiniais pozymiais.

Si scena suteikia daug galimybiy apmastyti religines idéjas ir socialine struktara.
Tai taip pat suteikia galimybe permastyti auksiniy zoomorfiniy figary i$ Varnos kapiny-
no interpretacijg. Matyt, jos vaizduoja ne jaucius, o karves. Karviy deiviy kultas senojo
pasaulio mitologijose patvirtina tokig interpretacija.
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COow, BULL, WOMAN, MAN

In the Varna Eneolithic necropolis were found three gold applications with shapes
presenting cattle in profile. They have no clear sexual characteristics. These figures
are usually interpreted as bulls and associated with the cult of masculinity. Images
with analogous shapes occur rarely on ceramic vessels as well.

This paper presents a recently found vessel from the settlement mound Kozareva
Mogila (Bulgaria). It was found in a house from a burnt settlement from the Kodja-
dermen-Gumelnita-Karanovo VI culture. Two anthropomorphic and two zoomorphic
figures are depicted on it. The images are schematic, modelled in relief along the en-
tire middle part, arranged in a horizontal belt and alternating anthropomorphic and
zoomorphic. The anthropomorphic ones are presented facing the observer, differing
from each other only in that one has embossed female breasts. The zoomorphic ones
are presented in profile. In shape they are very close to the gold cattle figures from
Varna. Like the human figures, one has a clearly marked sex: a phallus in relief. This
indicates that one depicts a bull and the other a cow, a rare example of simultane-
ous presentation of female and male anthropomorphic and zoomorphic images with
clearly marked sex. The scene provides many opportunities for reflection on religious
ideas and social structure. It also provides an opportunity to rethink the interpreta-
tion of the gold zoomorphic figures from the Varna necropolis. Apparently, they do
not depict bulls, but cows. Cow goddesses in Old World mythologies support such an
interpretation.

Tai primena senoves samiy legenda apie Myandasj - el-
nig-zmogy, kultaros herojy ir Zmoniy bei elniy protévij. Jis gimé elniu. Jis statosi trobele
iS elnio kauly ir odos. |éjes j nama, jis virsta vyru ir veda moterj. Elnias-namas kaip
zoomorfiné trobelé simbolizavo ¢iabuviy tauty amziaus virsma.

Taigi, elnio kulto likuciai, turéjusio didele reikSme Europos Akmens amziaus gyven-
tojy mitologiniame-ritualiniame gyvenime, buvo iSsaugoti pietry¢iy Europos Zmoniy
tautosakoje.

RELICS OF THE PRIMEVAL CULT OF DEER
IN FOLKLORE OF SOUTH-EASTERN EUROPE

Mythological motive of the Deer, sailing on the Sea or the River, is widespread in
South and East Europe. According to Romanian and Ukrainian carols, the cradle is on
the Deer antlers, the sleeping maiden is in the cradle. This subject is connected with
liminal rituals (rites de passage by A. van Gennep). The water is the symbol of a border
between worlds in traditional societies. The connection of the Deer and the Boat of
the Dead has roots in the Stone Age. There are numerous depictions of the elk-shaped
ships in the Northern Europe and Siberian rock art from Mesolithic time to Bronze
Age. There are cemeteries of humans with deer antlers or elk-headed stuffs in the
boats in the Mesolithic-Neolithic sites of Denmark and Northern Russia.

The carols also have allusions on the initiation and wedding as liminal rituals. The
maiden asks her brothers to kill the Deer, to build a house of his bones and to cook a
wedding feast of his meat. The motif of the dwelling made from deer bones is known
in Ukrainian and Romanian folklore. It is connected with marriage and death, which
means transition between worlds. It reminds the ancient Saami legend about Myan-
dasj - Man-Deer, cultural hero and ancestor of the people and deer. He was born as
a deer. He builds a hut from deer bones and skin. Entering the house, he turned into
a man and got married to a woman. Deer-House symbolized the zoomorphic hut for
the age initiations of indigenous peoples.

So, the remnants of the cult of the Deer, which had great significance in the
mytho-ritual complex of the Stone Age population in Europe, were kept in the folklore
of South-East European people.

Zymi auksciausig graiky kultdros jtakos taska,
kuomet graiky motyvai placiai iSplito skity kultdroje. Viena ryskiausiy to apraisky -
antropomorfisky batybiy atsiradimas. Ginkluoty su kalavijais ar durklais ,barbary”
atvaizdai daZniausiai bodavo sukurti naudojant graiky meno Sablonus su standar-
tizuotais pozy ir kompozicijy elementais. Galime teigti, kad kovos scenose barbarai
vaizduojami dviejomis pagrindinémis pozomis (puolantys ir besiginantys) ir atliekan-
tys du pagrindinius veiksmus (ddris i$ apacios ir smogimas iS virSaus arba taip vadina-
masis Harmodijaus smuagis), kas atitinka graiky meno Sablona.

Visgi, amatininkai aklai nekopijavo graiky vaizdiniy. Skitai vaizduojami vilkintys tra-
dicinius captans, minkstus batus (ZkuBikal) ir, Zinoma, kelnes. Taip pat ir ginkluotei
buvo suteiktas skitiskas stilius, Rostovcevo pavadintas ,etnografiniu realizmu”. Taciau,
kai ZiGrime Siame kontekste, kalavijai ir durklai atrodo lyg svetimi elementai, nes jie
yra be skersiniy, o0 makstys - be Soninés briaunos. Net galima manyti, kad kaip pavyz-
dZiai Siems atvaizdams buvo paimti ne skity, o sindy-majoty (Sindi-Maeotian) kalavijai,
nes graikai tikrai Zinojo, kaip atrodo skity kalavijai, - jie juos ne tik dekoruodavo, bet jie
gausiai randami tiek graiky, tiek majoty palaidojimuose.

Mdsy nuomone, amatininkai ne atsitiktinai vengé pavaizduoti tikrus skity kalavijy
atvaizdus. Skitai galéjo turéti tam tikrus tabu, susijusius su kardo, vaizduojancio jy karo
dievg, atvaizdu. GreicCiausiai Sie apribojimai buvo ypac taikomi auksakaliams, kurie ne-
buvo skity kilmes. Ir tai tikrai néra sutapimas, kad Herodotas (4.62) pavartojo graikiska
Aréjo varda apibadinti skity karo dieva, taigi, jo tikrasis vardas iSlieka paslaptimi.

Papildomga argumenta Siai teorijai paremti galime rasti romény geografo Pompo-
nijaus Melo zodZiuose (I a.): ‘Mars omnium deus; ei pro simulacris enses et cinctoria
dedicant, hominesque pro victumis feriunt’ (Mela 2.14), kuriuose iverté F.E. Romeris
taip: ,Marsas yra visy iy tauty dievas. Vietoje atvaizdavimo jie jam skiria kalavijus ir jy
dirzus, ir vietoj gyviny jam aukoja Zmones".

Vienintelé iSimtis yra skity antropomorfinés skulptadros, kuriose daznai badavo is-
kalami tipiski skitams kalavijai ir durklai. AutentiSkus ginkly su aSmenimis atvaizdus
ant statuly galima paaiskinti tuo, kad stelos, kaip ir kardas-Aréjas, kuris buvo chtonine
dievybé, buvo siejamos su mirties ir pomirtinio gyvenimo karalyste.

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SCYTHIAN ARES - A GOD
WHOSE TRUE NAME UNKNOWN

During their prolonged interaction, the influence of classical civilisation on the nomadic
world was tremendous. The 4th c. BC marked the high point of Greek influence, with wide-
spread penetration of Greek motifs in the Scythian culture. The appearance of anthropo-
morphic personages is considered to be one of its brightest manifestations. Images of
“barbarians” armed with swords or daggers were mostly made using Greek art templates,
manifest in their standardised postures and composition principles. We can say that in
battle scenes the barbarians have two main poses (attacking and defensive) and two main
actions (a stab from below and a blow from above, or the so-called Harmodius blow),
which fit the Greek art patterns.

However, the craftsmen did not blindly copy Greek images. We can see Scythians
dressed in traditional captans, soft boots (ZkuBikal) and, of course, pants. A Scythian look
was also given to the details of the armaments with so-called by Rostovtsev “ethnographic
realism”. However, when placed against this background, swords and daggers look like an
alien element. This is manifested by the absence of cross guards and the lateral ledge of
the scabbards. One can even assume that it was not Scythian, but Sindi-Maeotian swords
that were taken as the model for these images, although the Greeks were certainly familiar
with Scythian swords, not least as they decorated them and Scythian-type swords are fully
represented in both Greek and Maeotian necropolises.

In our opinion, craftsmen did not avoid the true image of the Scythian sword by accident.
The Scythians may have had certain taboos surround the image of the sword that represent-
ed their god of war. This prohibition probably applied especially to goldsmiths, who were
not Scythians by origin. It is no coincidence that Herodotus (4.62) used the Greek name Ares
describing the Scythian god of war, so his real name remains a mystery.

An additional argument in favour of this hypothesis can be found in the words of the
Roman geographer Pomponius Mela (1st c. AD): ‘Mars omnium deus; ei pro simulacris enses
et cinctoria dedicant, hominesque pro victumis feriunt’ (Mela 2.14), that was translated by
F.E. Romer as: ‘Mars is the god of all these peoples. To him, they dedicate swords and sword
belts instead of images and sacrifice human beings instead of animals.’

The only exception for such realistic depictions is the Scythian anthropomorphic sculp-
tures where typical swords and daggers were often carved. The authentic images of blad-
ed weapons on the statues can be explained by the fact that the stelae, like the sword-
Ares, which was a chthonic deity, were associated with the realm of death and the afterlife.
The realism of the weapon images on the stelae may be related to their location - on top
of the barrows; and the Scythians built special altars (mounds of brushwood) dedicated
only to one of their gods - abovementioned Ares. Besides that, Scythian carvers likely had
“permission” for making such kind of depictions.

Taigi, Siame praneSime bus tiriami netiesioginiai archeologiniai ir istoriniai jrody-
mai, kad Pitéjas Masilietis i$ tikryjy pasieké tolimas balty Zemes, remiantis Plinijaus
NH 4,94-104 ir Klaudijaus Ptolemejo balty apraSymais.

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PYTHEAS OF MASSALIA AND THE BALTIC.
MYTH OR REALITY?

Pytheas of Massalia went from the Mediterranean to the northern parts of Europe
in the 4th Century BC, wrote about his exploits in “On the Ocean” and was ridiculed by
some and respected by others, then and today.

One of the most evocative fragments is one preserved by Geminos, and later Ko-
smas Indikopleustes, in which we are told that the Barbarians showed Pytheas “the
place where the sun went to bed".

It has been suggested that this place was a reference to a meteorite slamming
down in the island of Saaremaa sometime in the 1st Millenium BC. Others have coun-
tered that it is actually a reference to Odyssey [,25, thus and allegory and this seems
the likelier explanation, since Pytheas’ work like Hanno's description of his journey
along the African coast seems to have been a mix of facts and mythical allegories, and
since Odyssey 1,21-25 concerns Zeus reaching both ends of the world. But this does
not preclude that Pytheas actually visited the Baltic.

It is today beyond reasonable doubt that he circumnavigated Britain and most
probably reached Jutland (Abalus) and Norway (the land of the Periscians?). His dis-
tances in stadia and sun heights taken at 54, 58 and 61 degrees north all align, and
Thule is most probably the Faroes given that Ptolemaios Klaudios tells us that at Thule
the length of the midsummer day is 20 hours, exactly as in Thorhavn, and that the
island of Thule clearly belongs to the Bretannides (‘lesser British isles’) according to
Pliny the Elder whose source is Pytheas.

The evidence for reaching the Baltic is much less conclusive when the cornerstone
of the “sun went to bed” in Saaremaa is taken away. But while it may be an allegory
it may also be true. Greeks were, after all, fond of symmetrical ideas that joined fact
and myth.

This contribution will thus explore the circumstantial archaeological and historical
evidence for Pytheas of Massalia actually reaching deep into the Baltic through Pliny
NH 4,94-104 and Ptolemais Klaudios readings for the Baltic.

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ZIG ZAG PROTOFILOSOFIA
AND CONTEMPORARY GILANY

The work Zig Zag Protofilosofia (Zig Zag Protophilosophy) started when | met the
book “The Language of the Goddess” by Marija Gimbutas, and it was a kind of vision.
When | found it seemed to me to be something | had been looking for a long time. Go-
ing back to “origins” and seeing that the origins are different from what we expected.
Matrilineal and peaceful societies, throughout Europe and the Mediterranean. Amaz-
ing how many people are still ignoring or rejecting this idea.

“What thought was there before Thought? What philosophy before philosophy?

Long before the “love of wisdom” was born, the human being engraved recurring
signs, thus manifesting a way of observing and conceiving the world. | like to think of
this ancient vision of the world as another possible paradigm, a philosophy before
philosophy, a proto-philosophy made up of signs of which we can grasp little as long
as we remain in the idea of rational thought, linked to abstract language.

In the work Zig Zag Protofilosofia | try to learn these signs, | write and re-write
them, by hand and by computer. Exercises to learn an unknown language.

As an artists (and art teacher) two aspects seems to me particularly interesting:

1. the way the Neolithic signs, through the work of Gimbutas, are able to visually
evident, so that every eye can see and read them as a recurrent system, a language
which everyday could be useful to express ideas, hope, acceptation of life cycle. A
language that can be clear also because of the way Gimbutas organized drawings and
illustrations. A language made as an artwork, totally embodying meaning and form in
a gesture, a piece and in an atmosphere, a Weltanschauung.

2. the idea of society that emerges from this language. The sociologist Riane Eisler
invented the neologism Gilany (Gilania in Italian), using together the ancient greek
yuvh / guné “woman” and &vrp/anér “man”, to express the idea of the equalitarist
social organization existed in Europe between 7000 and 3500 B.C. and characterized
by equality between sexes and the substantial absence of hierarchy and centralized
authority.

I love the idea that, spreading the language of the goddess inside a new sensitivity,
launched in a contemporary esthetics, could give us a new perspective, to imagine and
build a Contemporary Gilania.
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
